The Disaster
The devastation caused by flash floods in Pakistan has affected 30 Million people in all provinces of the country. The losses of human life as well as monetary losses are enormous. Entire villages have been either swept away or left uninhabitable in the wake of this catastrophe. As a result, a large number of families have been displaced and forced to move to temporary encampments or are left without shelter and support.
Major Bottlenecks
· Unlike other disasters we do not have freedom of movement as all of the affected area is submerged and road links are broken

· Outbreak of disease as is usual in cases of flooding

· Those who could not or did not leave their homes in time are stranded there and only accessible by helicopters or boats – which are not many to start with.

· Cooking utensils

· Bedding, clothes and tents
